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1 Executive summary

This document gives an overview of the achievements of the Groningen Research
Centre for Southeast Asia and ASEAN (SEA ASEAN) over the past ten years and sets
forth further plans for the period ahead 2024 — 2028. It has been prepared by Prof.
Ronald Holzhacker, Special Professor, Director Groningen Research Centre for
Southeast Asia and ASEAN.

SEA ASEAN

The aim of SEA ASEAN is to further interdisciplinary research on contemporary
Southeast Asia and ASEAN. We build on the successful framework of interfaculty
cooperation at the University of Groningen. Our plans contribute to the realization of
UG's international teaching and research intentions. The proposal has been developed in
coordination with the central department of International Strategy and Relations. SEA
ASEAN focuses its ambitions and activities around its three key strategic goals of
Research, Recruitment and Societal Impact.

1.1 Research

We aim to bridge high quality scholarly research, with policy relevance and a concern
for societal outcomes, in the study of the nations and societies of Southeast Asia and
ASEAN as a regional actor. SEA ASEAN also encourages comparative research within
the region and research on regional cooperation within ASEAN. The Centre also
encourages comparative research on Southeast Asia and Europe, and on EU-ASEAN
and ASEAN +3 relations. This will be realised through a series of annual programs,
such as the Annual Conferences held in Groningen or prominent locations important for
outreach, for example, Brussels, Amsterdam, Yogyakarta, Indonesia and Bangkok,
Thailand.

1.2 Recruitment

Our focus is on Middle-Income Countries (MICs) with democratic traditions in
Southeast Asia and those in transition in the region. The MICs in the region, part of the
founding countries of ASEAN, with certain participatory and democratic traditions,
include Indonesia, Thailand, Malaysia, and the Philippines. Countries in economic and
political transition, including Vietnam and Myanmar, as well as Cambodia and Laos.
SEA ASEAN also cooperates with Singapore and the Singaporean universities engaged
in SE Asia. The Centre actively reaches out to partner universities in the region to
attract PhD candidates and Master students to the University of Groningen. We also
cooperate closely with universities in countries with a strong focus on Southeast Asian
research and studies, including universities in Japan and Australian. Our current group
of PhDs are a good representation of our target region and our plans in the coming years
IS to continue to reach out to the rest of Southeast Asia and ASEAN institutions.

1.3 Societal impact

The activities within Research and Recruitment are part of our production for societal
impact. These efforts crystallize in a series of edited book with our university partners,
and submissions to leading academic journals. We also reach out to policymakers,
political leaders, NGOs and the media in the countries where we are active and engaged.
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1.4 Recent Achievements

University and the University of Groningen, with special emphasis on ‘livable cities.’

e Continued development of the double degree PhD program with our close partner
ITB Bandung, bringing current candidates through to completion, and recruitment of
new PhD candidates.

e Bringing to fruition the new double degree PhD program with Thammasat
University (Bangkok), with the recruitment and start of the first PhD candidates as part
of this program.

e Continued development of the new double degree PhD program with Macquarie
University, Sydney, Australia. Following the visit in November 2023, setting up four
match making meetings between various departments and Schools at the two
universities including 1) spatial sciences and Agricola School with MQ geography and
planning and Green City Initiative, 2) political science and international relations. 3)
Law and the Janita Tammes digital School and Wubbo Ockels school on energy and
climate, 4) SE Asia and broader Asia-Pacific politics and development.

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2 About SEAASEAN — An Innovative, Inter-Faculty
Research Team

The Groningen Research Centre for Southeast Asia and ASEAN (SEA ASEAN) was
established in early 2016 at the University of Groningen (UG), with a regional office at
Gadjah Mada University, Yogyakarta, Indonesia opened by the Rector of UGM and the
UG President on 1st November 2016. It is the successor organization to the Spirit
Indonesia Groningen (SINGA) which began two years earlier to bring PhD candidates to
UG with scholarships funded by the World Bank. Both of these programs were founded
and directed by Prof. Ronald Holzhacker, Special Professor.

SEA ASEAN aims to
e Bridge high quality research with policy relevance and a concern for sustainable
societal outcomes.
e Further interdisciplinary research on Southeast Asia and ASEAN.

A unique characteristic of the SEA ASEAN program is that it is brings a close - knit
team of energetic and engaged researchers together. The team meets every 4-6 weeks in
both professional capacities and social situations, to build an academic and personal
home for the PhD candidates from Southeast Asia. A team emerges that bridges various
Faculties and disciplines at the University of Groningen, with a comparative perspective
across Southeast Asia, and more broadly across the Asia Pacific and Europe.

The applicants are carefully selected, typically arrive with relevant existing research and
policy backgrounds either as civil servants with 6 — 8 years’ experience, or as university
lecturers at the leading universities across Southeast Asia. They typically have
demonstrated significant competences by completing a Master’s thesis in the English
language, either from Dutch, Australian, or American universities. Upon return to their
home countries upon completion of the PhD, these new doctorates play an important
institutional role, linking UG and universities across the region for continued student
recruitment at the Masters and PhD levels, research collaboration with UG, and
outreach to national governments, stakeholders, NGOs and inter-governmental
institutions in the region (UN ESCAP, World Bank, ICLEI Sustainable Society).

Most of the PhD arrive with a scholarship from their home countries, which provide
their living expenses, travel, and 10.000 Euro a year tuition for 4 years to the Faculty or
Faculties where they have been admitted. These funds, along with the PhD bonus paid
by the Netherlands Ministry of Education upon graduation, means that for each 10 PhD
candidates participating in the SEA ASEAN program brings in 1 million Euro across
the various faculties of the University of Groningen.

The SEA ASEAN program has been funded by the Central Administration and the
Ubbo Emmius Foundation to foster this cross-faculty engagement by scholars and PhD
candidates, to conduct high quality, inter-disciplinary, comparative research, to recruit
new PhD candidates and build awareness of the Master programs offered by the
University, and to build consistent, long lasting institutional ties to the universities,
institutions, and governments in the region to assure continuity in these critical
relationships.

SEA ASEAN is an interfaculty cooperation, located in the Faculty of Spatial Sciences
on the Zernike campus of the University of Groningen. SEA ASEAN works closely
with faculties across the university and advises and coordinates with the central
administration of the University of Groningen.

SEA ASEAN will invest energy and resources on the key strategic goals of i) Research,
i) Recruitment and iii) Societal impact in the coming years.

i) Research:

Developing and publishing new and innovative research on Southeast Asia and
ASEAN.

Collection and distribution of empirical data in our focus areas, including
climate change and the Sustainable Development Goals.

Exploring and advancing methodologies suitable for our research themes and
focus areas.

il) Recruitment:

Recruiting PhD candidates and Master students for all faculties in UG relevant
to our research areas and themes.

Get international students familiar with the UG way of conducting research and
higher education through our Graduate Schools and to the Schools located in the
House of Connections.

iii) Societal impact & Valorization:

Valorize and communicate the societal impacts of our research.

Engage with the societal and policy arenas to promote a sustainable future.
Connect various international and local policy organizations (i.e. EU, ASEAN,
UNDP, UN ESCAP, World Bank) with our affiliated knowledge institutes and
civil society.
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2.3 Research themes and focus areas

Southeast Asia is a region with incredibly dynamic growth and change. The challenges
in these regions for a sustainable future and society are both multi-faceted and complex.
With the rapid societal and technological transitions in those regions, innovative
solutions for a sustainable and future-oriented society are being explored. SEA ASEAN
recognizes these challenges and opportunities and seeks to bridge the knowledge
institutes and state of the art research in Europe with those in Southeast Asia and
ASEAN. As a research-oriented institute, we recognize that there are lessons to be
learnt and drawn from both regions and the various institutes that we seek to bridge.
Following the UG tradition of interdisciplinary and inter-faculty cooperation, SEA

Book Abstract:

lll. Water, Flooding, Drought: Environmental Challenges and Equity And Gender — This section is
focused on environmental issues, addresses water-related challenges, including flooding and drought,
and emphasizes considerations of equity and gender.

IV. Governance for Climate Change: Leadership, Stakeholder Engagement, and Community
Involvement - The final section of the book delves into the critical aspects of governance, underscoring
the roles of leadership, stakeholder engagement, and community participation in fostering sustainability
and climate change responses.

Key research questions guide the volume's exploration, aiming to decipher how cities in Southeast Asia
can respond effectively to climate change and sustainable development, seeking synergies between
climate mitigation/adaptation and the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), acknowledging the need
to confront the potential for growing socio-economic inequality, increased energy use, and greenhouse
gas emissions in the region. As the book questions how cities can align with climate measures and the
SDGs, it positions governance, stakeholder engagement, and citizen support as cornerstones for
successful implementation.

Cities are evolving, responding to the profound impacts of climate change, and seeking innovative
pathways to sustainable development. This book offers invaluable insights for urban planners,
policymakers, researchers, and all stakeholders committed to shaping a future where cities thrive in
harmony with the planet and their inhabitants. It bridges generational and regional knowledge,
reflecting the shared responsibility of leaders, scholars, practitioners, and citizens to drive the
transformation of cities into resilient, sustainable, and equitable urban environments.
