[bookmark: _Hlk224297113]This flyer is about the Career Minor Placement option. The goal of the placement is to apply your knowledge and skills in practice, gain work experience and build a professional network.

When you choose a placement (15 ECTS) as 2nd part of the Career Minor (November 2026 up until February 2027), the Career Minor is, including the Career Minor Placement, a full Minor of 30 ECTS.

Criteria 
1. [bookmark: _Hlk224297271]you have completed year 1 of your Bachelor’s
2. you have participated in the first block (15 ECTS) of the Career Minor (Theme + Humanities at Work)
3. You have asked for approval with the placement plan at your supervising lecturer (will be appointed to you by the coordinator of the Career Minor).

Content Criteria
1. The assignment is of an appropriate level.
2. The placement provides sufficient tasks and initiative.
3. The assignment is a challenge.

Planning
The placement needs to be planned in semester 1 - block 2 (15 ECTS = 1 block fulltime). It starts in November 2026 and ends in January 2027. 
Advice is to find a placement position before summer. Your Placement contract can best be signed before the start of semester 1.

Supervision and assessment
You will have two supervisors:
(1) a lecturer who also assesses your placement and 
(2) a supervisor at the organisation (more information for the placement host online)
Next to the intake, the placement has a midterm evaluation and an end evaluation
You can only start the placement after approval by your supervising lecturer and registration in the platform Mobility Online (see the roadmap).
The supervisor in the organization will evaluate the placement, the supervising lecturer will assess the placement.

Location
You need to have your own desk at the office, working remotely is allowed but needs to be planned. 
The placement can be abroad. The travel advice from the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs is leading for a ‘Go’ or ‘No Go’. For a placement abroad you can ask for a grant: 
(1) Erasmus+ for a placement in Europe (application deadline: 3 weeks before the start)
(2) Marco Polo for a placement outside of Europe (application deadline: 3 weeks before the start)
(3) Groningen University Fund (application deadline: 6 weeks before the start)
For a placement abroad you will receive a  free cancellation and travel insurance from the UG.
