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Foundations of quantum theory -
an opinionated introduction
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It is widely appreciated that there is something mysterious about quantum theory and why it works, but what exactly is the problem? 

In this talk, I try to pin down the problem as precisely as possible and outline candidate answers. I explain what the main difficulties are with "anti-realist" and "many-worlds" interpretations, and I sketch some no-go theorems that constrain "realist" one-world interpretations. 

In the end, I outline a novel approach via phase space that my current research further develops.
