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This note first introduces the main methodological aspects of the table. Second, it summarizes the peculiarities of the member states' input-output tables. Third, it explains the row and column titles. Finally, it introduces the two types of files in which the tables are stored.








1. Main methodological aspects





General


Every five years, the member states' input-output tables are collected by Eurostat from the national statistical offices. They are then harmonized according to common specifications and published. Basically, the specifications are summarized as follows:





- 3 types of geographic origin, viz. domestic, intra-EC and extra-EC.


- 2 types of exports, viz. intra-EC and extra-EC.


- 59 sectors according to the NACE-CLIO sector classification.


- Valuation of domestic transaction in producers' prices.


- Valuation of imports in ex-customs prices.


- All transactions exclusive of VAT.





Not all tables, however, have exactly the same specifications. Exceptions per member state are given en Section 2 below.





To construct the intercountry input-output table, the University of Groningen has disaggregated the intra-EC imports with import coefficients derived from Eurostat's international trade statistics. For several reasons, of which the differences between the producers' and ex-customs prices are the most important, this did not result in a balanced table. The table was balanced iteratively using the RAS-method. By doing this, the ex-customs prices of the intra-EC imports were approximately re-estimated into producers' prices, which is desirable from an analytical viewpoint. Nevertheless, this construction procedure did not give a fully balanced input-output table. The main reason was that the overall sum of intra-EC imports of all 9 member states included was not exactly equal to the corresponding sum of intra-EC exports. The adjustment is distributed among the member states' sectors in proportion of the intra-EC exports of the national input-output tables, and added to the table of final demands. Besides a table for 1985, the University of Groningen has also produced tables for 1965, 1970, 1975 and 1980.





Intermediate deliveries


This table holds the domestic and bilateral intermediate deliveries of the countries that are included in the intercountry table (DE,FR,IT,NL,BE,DK), aggregated into 25 sectors. Imports from other EC countries (UK,ES,LX,GR,PO) and non-EC countries are included in the primary cost table. The original Eurostat input-output tables were first aggregated into 44 sectors, a classification that Eurostat used until 1980. On that level there were, however, still some classification differences between the member states' input-output tables. These were especially serious for the 7 non-commercial services sectors. This necessitated an additional aggregation of these seven into only 1 sector (38PSer). To be comparable with the tables in constant prices they were aggregated further into 25 sectors.





Final demand


This table holds the domestic and bilateral final demand deliveries of the countries that are included in the intercountry table, aggregated into 8 categories. Imports from other EC countries and non-EC countries are included in the final demand imports table. The classification of the categories is given below. It should be noted that the intra-EC export column (F41ExpE) only holds exports to the EC countries that are not included in the intercountry input-output table. Column B09Diff holds the balancing adjustment mentioned above.





Primary cost


This table holds the imports from the non-included countries, the value added and the transfers. The imports are aggregated into 38 goods and services types, the same as the intermediate deliveries. There are two imports tables for each country. The one holds imports from EC countries that are not included in the intercountry table (except from Luxembourg, see below). The other holds imports from non-EC countries. The rest of the table is aggregated into at most 7 value added categories, 1 VAT category and 3 transfers categories. Not all member states' input-output tables were aggregated into these categories. In such cases, only sub-totals could be given. The VAT category only holds non-deductible VAT. The third transfer category (P41ESub) is not relevant for the 1985 tables.





Imports used for final demand


This is the only fourth quadrant data available in Eurostat's input-output tables. Like it is the case in the primary cost table, the imports are aggregated into 38 goods and services types, and there are two tables for each country.








2. Peculiarities per member state





F.R.Germany (DE)


The Eurostat input-output table had no distinction between intra-EC and extra-EC exports. To construct the intercountry table this distinction was made with export coefficients derived from the Eurostat international trade statistics. In the primary cost,


- Social contributions (P02SocC) are included in the wages (P01Wage);


- Indirect taxes (P17NTax) are only available net of subsidies.





France (FR)


In the primary cost,


- Depreciation (P08CFCa) is included in the net surplus (P03NSur).





Italy (IT)


In the primary cost,


- Depreciation (P08CFCa) is included in the net surplus (P03NSur);


- Indirect taxes (P11TaxP) and transfers (P39ToTr) are only available as a total.





The Netherlands (NL)


The Eurostat 1985 table refers to 1987. The 1985 table was estimated from this table and the 1985 and 1987 tables that were published by the Dutch Central Bureau of Statistics (CBS). First, both CBS tables were roughly converted to the Eurostat specifications. Second, cell-by-cell 1987/1985 growth coefficients were calculated. Third the Eurostat 1987 table was divided by these growth coefficients, resulting in a slightly unbalanced estimation of the 1985 table. Fourth, the estimated table was balanced iteratively, using the RAS-method. A minor consequence of this procedure was the loss of some detail in the primary cost table.





Belgium (BE)


There was no 1985 input-output table available. Because of its strong interdependence with the other EC countries, however, this country could not be excluded from the intercountry input-output table. An estimation was made iteratively from the 1980 table and the 1985 national accounts. using the RAS-method. These national accounts are compiled according to the same classification system as the input-output tables (called NACE-CLIO), but aggregated into 25 instead of 38 sectors. They were disaggregated from 25 to 38 sectors in proportion to the sector size of the 1980 input-output table. A consequence of this procedure was the loss of detail in the primary cost table.





Luxembourg (LX)


As there was no 1985 input-output table available at the moment of construction, this country had to be excluded from the intercountry input-output table. The imports from this country, however, are not excluded. The reason for this is that in the international trade statistics the Belgian-Luxembourg Economic Union (BLEU) is treated as one entity. The imports from both could thus not be separated and had to be included in the other member states' bilateral imports from Belgium. Because of the small size of Luxembourg, however, this has no consequence for the economic analyses made from the table.





Denmark (DK)


In the primary cost,


- Social contributions (P02SocC) are included in the wages (P01Wage);


- Depreciation (P08CFCa) is included in the net surplus (P03NSur);


- Indirect taxes (P17NTax) are only available net of subsidies.
